General Standards

 Elevator buckets are generally constructed of 14 Gauge, 12 Gauge,
10 Gauge, 7 Gauge, 1/4” or 3/8” materials. Bucket thicknesses may
vary slightly in accordance with normal raw materials variances.

- Bucket tolerances for the length, projection and depth are + or — 1/8”, and
all dimensions on fabricated steel buckets are measured from the outside
of the bucket, including wear lips or customizing options.

 Bolt holes are generally created using a plasma burner. There may be a
small rounding perimeter of the hole where the plasma burner begins to
cut. The holes will be approximately 1/16” larger than the bolt to be installed.

» Buckets are generally MIG (Metal Inert Gas) welded which is standard in
the industry.

» Buckets are generally MIG welded continuously on the outside with
approximately 1” of weld on the inside top corners of the elevator bucket.
Small amounts of weld splatter are possible.

» Wear lips are generally MIG welded continuously on the top and sides
and stitch welded on the bottom.

» Metal buckets may have some rust/oxidation due to uncontrollable
factors such as condensation.
